Mayor Young spoke pre-game, 

complimenting many on the 

achievement of completing this 

stadium, including the dedica-

tion of our staff. 

This project would have tradition-

ally taken 8 months to complete 

but with hard work and dedica-

tion it was completed in a short 

4 months of construction. The 

finishing touches are still being 

completed, such as the river rock 

and natural wood touches and 

the private boxes, but it did not 

detract from the fans enjoying 

the game thoroughly.  

Coast Capital Savings handed 

out inflatable noise makers, en-

suring that the applause and 

general rowdy buoyancy of the 

crowd would not 

subside. 

The Abbotsford 

Mariners were our 

challenging team 

and are well 

matched against 

the Highlanders, 

having already 

tied them earlier 

in the season. It 

appeared that the 

game was on its 

way to another tie, 

as both sides 

were playing sol-

idly. However, 

despite a dominating offen-

sive presence, the Highland-

ers were defeated 2-1 when 

Abbotsfordõs Rizzal Ganier 

scored at the 58 minute 

mark.
